PRESERVING THE CHARACTER OF DURRAT AL BAHRAIN

DRM TEAM WORKING TO KEEP THE RESIDENTS SATISFIED

Protecting the
natural beauty and
fragile ecosystem
of Durrat Al Bahrain,
while allowing
residents to
develop their dream
homes to their

own needs, is the
daunting task being
faced by the Durrat
Resort Management
(DRM) team.

As a man made development, achieving this
requires more care than would be necessary
on a mainland resort.

Durrat Al Bahrain has already handed over
around 500 villas and you are the first
residents and obviously keen to fashion
your dream home to your own design

But that must be achieved within limits

so that the overall theme if the development
is not compromised to the detriment of

other residents.

It is the DRM team'’s responsibility to

ensure that the new owners can customise
their living space without damaging the
overall project theme by additions that can
impinge on neighbours sea views and other
attractions at the prestigious $6 billion
development.

Sun decks and jetties may well be
acceptable on some properties but not
on others because of inconvenience to
neighbours and that is where the DRM
team comes in.

The team had to balance the wishes of each
property resident to the inconvenience

or distress any improvements may cause
others. The team has to look at literally
hundreds of requests and equally at all

the concerns about everything from ugly
television antenna to inappropriate

garage additions.

DRM General Manager, Dr Abdulla Ahmed
Al Madhoob is confident he has the right
team in place to resolve all the issue of
alterations amicably through new rules
and regulations.

“The alterations in each form affect the
overall look of the development and it is the
role of the DRM team to keep the original
design and look of the entire island intact,”

he said. “DRM has been working hard over
the years to come up with a real solution to
the touchiest subject like alteration."

"We understand the needs in many cases
as people may want jetties for their boats
and sundecks for sunbathing or fishing.
But we can't allow everyone to go ahead
with their own design plans of alteration
unless these ideas fit in with the overall
ambiance of the resort.”

“If residents are allowed to carry out
expansion in the sea, that may jeopardise
the safety of the protective walls of the
island,” he continued. “The developers have
erected protective walls to keep the sea
waves away from eroding the banks wwby
swallowing sand slowly. This is a very delicate
issue and DRM can’'t compromise onit.”

“The developers have created a three metre
long protective wall in filled with stones and
gravels to minimise the impact of unusual
fast currents or high waves,” he added.

“We are planning to replace the concrete
pathways down to the sea with wooden
stairs to make new sundecks safer.”

The issue of privacy is another area that
the DRM team has to deal with from time
to time. Some people may feel that their

privacy may have been compromised with
their neighbours interfering on their sea
facing view.

To address this issue, DRM has developed
various types of privacy screens. These
have been technically designed to ensure
that sufficient privacy is provided. Ultimately
this operation will not only add to resident’s
enjoyment of their property, but will
preserve the island’s character and appeal
for generations to come.

As part of efforts to make the building and
construction work within the parameters of
the original design, the DRM is giving final
touches to the new guidelines.

AliJanahi, Service Manager at the DRM said
the new guidelines would help the residents
to address the issues like modifications,
extensions and additional structures. The
guidelines will include alterations inside
villas. It will cover any type of modification or
work for which residents need permission
from the DRM.

“We have been working very hard to finalise
the final draft of the guidelines regulating
the building and extension works at the
Durrat Al Bahrain,” Janahi said.

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ON ALTERATIONS

As part of its ongoing efforts to
ensure pleasant and safe stay on the
Durrat Al Bahrain, the Durrat Resort
Management (DRM) is keen to see
full co-operation from the owners
while carrying out alterations on
their villas.

The recommendations are based
on two basic principles aimed at
ensuring the safety and keeping the
original theme of the resort intact.

Alter, but with utmost care and
cautionis the buzzword on the
island.

While the alteration call is a
common feature in any residential

development, this is a crucial point
where DRM seeks cooperation and
compliance from the owners to
ensure that the theme of the resort
and quality of any work shall not be
compromised.

Alterations could be of varied nature.
In this issue of ULIS the alterations
include rock revetment covering,
steps and privacy screens are taken
into account.

The DRM has come up with new set
of recommendations to changes,
in the above three areas, which can
be seenin the show villas to avoid
confusion.

Rock revetment Covering & Steps

The rock revetments covering and
the steps structure shall be done
according to DRM’s guidelines

& specifications. The method of
construction and the materials that
can be used for these two items shall
be agreed with DRM to ensure the
guality and the consistency in this
area.

DRM faces one of the most crucial
tasks since the first resident arrives
on the Durrat. Any compromise on
the rock revetment specifications, in
the case of alterations, could prove
detrimental to the entire villa.

Privacy Screens

various types of privacy screens
have already been installed at the
500 sg/meters, 750 sq/meters
and 1000squar meters size private
villas in addition to show villas. The
quanlity of he screen should be as
specified by DRM.
